Bats and Rabies, places of Worship

If bats are present in a place of worship the follwing
guidelines should be followed:

1. Educate congregation members and staff not to
touch any wildlife including bats and to report any
bats on the ground to officials at the place of wahip.
2. Educate staff about what to do if a bat is foun@n
the ground or floor. If a bat is seen on the grounar
floor, an adult should place a coffee can, box, ather
solid container over the bat until animal control @an
be called to pick up the bat. Make sure the bat dee
not escape as they can fit through small creviceBats
that have exposed a person by biting or where a lait
cannot be ruled out, should be tested for rabies.®
not let the bat escape so that testing can be done.
3. Exclude bats from places of worship.
